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Instructions for Case Studies

1. Read the case study together

2. Identify what you consider to be the ethical issues embedded in the case study. Think broadly – across time, space and species. You may find the following questions useful in your reflection:

· Who or what should be protected or safeguarded?

· Who are affected most?

· Who are the most vulnerable?

· What rights do the most vulnerable have to protection?

· Who has the responsibility to protect and assist the most vulnerable?
· Who should participate in deciding what actions should be taken?

3. Determine what  an ethical response might be to help mitigate the impact of the outcomes described in each case study

4. In light of your ethical analysis of the situation described, decide what the responsibilities of the key or relevant social actors are (e.g., policy makers, farmers, community leaders, women, youth, scientists, civil society, local government, religious leaders and communities, etc.)

5. Present a brief summary of your key findings to the larger group
